NAVAL and CRUISE SHIP PROTECTION ZONE: The Naval and Cruise Ship Protection Zone
is a 500 yard regulated area of water surrounding all US Naval and Cruise Ship Vessels.
All vessels within 500 yards of such vessel shall operate at the minimum speed
necessary to maintain safe course and speed and shall proceed as directed by an official
patrol. No vessel is allowed within 100 yards of Naval and Cruise Ship traffic.

All boats will carry and operational VHF radio (RC will listen and announce on Channel
67).
